Do not place within 3 feet of an
obstruction (mailbox, parked car, fire
hydrant, tree, etc.).
Do not place under low hanging tree
limbs or other overhead obstacles.
Only place up to 2 cubic yards of bulk at the curb, per service.
Bulk items, trash, and building supplies should not be stored
anywhere visible from the street. Remove items from the front
porch, leaning up along the homes, and back patios. Excess
items should be stored in the garage.
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TRASH

Refuse bins may be placed at the curbside after 5:00 PM the evening before your scheduled
collection day and must be returned to their proper storage location by 8:00 PM on collection day.
Bulk items, trash receptacles, and building supplies should NOT be stored anywhere visible from
the street. If you have bulk items and want to learn how to dispose of them at the Bethel Landfill,
contact the office at (757) 920-7100.
